There were no new submissions tendered for the meeting however 

there were several issues that needed clarification with the view of 
ótweakingô the STRôs and as a result will be put forward as submissions. 

 
The 2 engine ruling, rain lights & RS250 modification came from circumstances of the 

recent Phillip Island Nationals.  
 

The items discussed  and resolution were as follows :  
 

¶ 4 stroke proposal :  Proposal to be resubmitted with further supporting 
information.  

¶ 250 tyres:  Proposal to be resubmitted . 
¶ Juniors proposal : Await confirmation from AMRC.  

¶ 2 engine rule :  Section 9.1 will id entify the  OEM cases as being the engine.  
¶ RS 250 top end modifications:  Modifications are legal .  

¶ Start positions ï by class or qualifying times:  Remain by class.  
¶ Rain Lights:  Proposal to centralize the rain light.  

¶ Nasser panel to steering height:  Passed over to next meeting.  

¶ Safe engine approval :   No approval required.  
 

Submissions will be put forward to the AMRC for their June meeting seeking ratification.  
 

We have also received enquir ies regarding the use of unleaded racing fuels.  At present 
the  use of unleaded racing fuels is common place with several Cams categories inclusive 

of superkarts.  However when the fine points of schedule G within the Cams manual are 
explored it becomes evident there are question s over the legality of unleaded racing 

fuels.  
 

We are in the process of seeking written clarification from Cams regarding the use of 
such fuels.
