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Scrutineering Report

Christmas versus Superkart Technical Regulations

While Christmas is just around the corner and we will all be busy visiting the
inlaws/outlaws, chasing last minute presents for that special person (you can always find some-
thing for yourself but it is so hard to find something for the other half), try to make a little
time for the Superkart.

There have been quite a few changes to the Superkart Technical Regulations throughout
the year and they should have been incorporated on you vehicle through the year.

There are some that will now be compulsory from January 1°* 2010 (Rear Wheel Protec-
tion for instance). This will require in some cases a new rear bumper with RWP incorporated in
it. While you are doing this, check your rear bodywork (wing, sideplates etc) as these are not
allowed to extend past the back of the rear bumper (I noticed at the last meeting that many
of them do).

To my surprise at Oran Park | noticed that some karts do not have the 1mm holes in tie
rods to check the threaded length of the rod ends (may be you have just put a new set on and
forgot to drill them). Some karts did not have metal valve caps, and some NO valve caps at
all. There were even a few seats headrests that did not come at least half way up the back
of the drivers head.

Can | suggest that you print out the STRO&s and
each requirement and have a look at your kart to see if it complies. This will save a lot of an-
guish next year at scrutineering as you will have the time to tidy things up over Christmas.

If during Target Scrutineering a non compliance is found, I am bound to make a note of
it on a Non Compliance For m. I f the non compliance
helmet, steering, brakes, seat etc) the non compliance will have to be explained by you to the
Stewards of the meeting. This can be accompanied by significant fines/penalties.
